Raising the anchor 15th Century

Fish davits I have seen are depicted as laying on the deck athwartship forward of the Fore mast when not in use, near where they would be operated from. My understanding is that they were used like a derrick, one end inboard upon the edge of the deck with the other end held in space outboard of the ship with tackle to control the position of the davit and to raise the anchor.

My solution with thanks to JerseyCity Frankie
Have a fish davit laying on the deck athwartship forward of the Fore mast when not in use. This would be hoisted via a pulley line on the fore yard belayed to the foremast. Once hoisted it would be roped onto the end of the foremast pin rail and rest on the forecastle cap rail. Ropes would secure to a cleat on the inner forecastle.

Block and tackle under the fish davit would pull the anchor fluke to a level where further manpower and lines would pull the anchor onto the main deck cap rail to be lashed securely.
Looks like it should work, any suggestions / ideas before I make a mockup would be most appreciated, thanks.
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
